Abbiamo letto in classe alcune loro poesie e 
le loro traduzioni, sempre scritte da poeti, inviate alla docente referente Cinanni, che 
le ha rigirate a noi; la docente della classe ne ha proposte alcune più semplici e poi 
gli studenti, ai quail erano state distribuite copie delle poesie che avevamo scelto, 
sono stati invitati dalla docente stessa a scrivere il proprio commento ad una o a più 
poesie, le proprie emozioni, domande da porre ai poeti ed eventuali poesie, in 
quest’ultimo caso anche in Italiano. Un gruppetto di studenti si è particolarmente 
impegnato nelle attività richieste.
